Jt Was A Very Good Vear...

Debbie Smith traveled a great distance to arrive at a real high point in
her horse showing career this past summer. To begin, she’s been exhibiting
Arabian horses for nearly fifteen long years and has had considerable
success, particularly in the Hunter Pleasure division. For the last five
years she’s been showing with the R O Lervick show string and that has
meant some long roads indeed.

“I live near Coeur d’Alene and it’s a long drive from there across Washington
State to the Lervick’s,” Debbie says. “In fact, it takes me about six hours
each way, and during the show season | go over about once a week
and stay for several days to ride. I've personally ridden horses to Top ROL Alley Car

Ten awards and I've owned horses that have been national champions with trainers riding them, but this year’s Canadian
Nationals was my first experience with personally riding a national champion.”

Debbie not only took home a Canadian National Championship, she took home a Reserve as well, the former on her
new gelding, Remington Afire+ (Afire Bey V), and the latter on her good Cytosk+++/ gelding, ROL Alley Cat+/. Purchased
by Debbie five years ago, ROL Alley Cat+/ is no stranger to the National winner’s circle. He won the roses first in the
U.S. National Hunter Pleasure Futurity in 1998 as a neophyte three-year-old. Over the years he’s brought home nine
national awards, but this year was particularly significant as he carried Debi to a 2007 Reserve Canadian National
Championship in HA Hunter Pleasure AATR 40 & Over. Remington Afire+ has equally impressive credentials. Debbie
bought him within hours of his National Championship win in Country English Pleasure Junior Horse at the 2006 U.S.
National Show. A Scottsdale Champion, U.S. National Champion and Canadian Reserve National Champion, Remington
Afire+ came to Debbie with a brilliant record already under his cinch.

“I'm not usually frightened when | show horses,” Debbie says, “but the Country English division was brand new for
me, and | was very nervous when | first showed Remington Afire+. We went on a bit too fast at Region 4 and only
got a Top Five for our efforts. At Region 5 we were considerably better and took home two Reserve Regional
Championships.”

By the time they reached Regina and tacked up for the Canadian National Championships, Debbie and Remington
Afire+ were really beginning to “click.” By Saturday morning, the last day of the show, the two were a serious team
and together they took the ring by storm, winning the roses in an exceptionally competitive class of amateurs and top
English show horses.

At the 2007 U.S.Nationals in October, Debbie Smith and Remington
Afire+ will be back in Country English Pleasure AOTR 36-54 and Dennis
Wigren will ride the handsome bay in the open. Debbie’s young HA
Hunter Pleasure Futurity competitor this year is Out of Pennies (Out Of
Cyte x Pennies From Heaven). A Top Five and Reserve Champion at
Regionals, Out Of Pennies is planning to team up with Debbie in HA
Hunter Pleasure AOTR 40 & Over at the 2008 Scottsdale Show. ROL
Alley Cat+/ will make an appearance at the 2007 U.S. Nationals with
Debbie in HA Hunter Pleasure AOTR 40 & Over, HA Side Saddle, and
in the HA Hunter Pleasure Open with an R O Lervick trainer.

Debbie, for staying the course on the long and winding road to victory.
